Mark 5:21 When Jesus had again crossed over by boat to
the other side of the lake, a large crowd gathered around
him while he was by the lake. 22 Then one of the synagogue
leaders, named Jairus, came, and when he saw Jesus, he fell
at his feet. 23 He pleaded earnestly with him, “My little
daughter is dying. Please come and put your hands on her
so that she will be healed and live.” 24 So Jesus went with
him. A large crowd followed and pressed around him. 25
And a woman was there who had been subject to bleeding
for twelve years. 26 She had suffered a great deal under the
care of many doctors and had spent all she had, yet instead
of getting better she grew worse. 27 When she heard about
Jesus, she came up behind him in the crowd and touched
his cloak, 28 because she thought, “If | just touch his
clothes, I will be healed.”

33 Then the woman,
knowing what had happened to her, came and fell at his feet
and, trembling with fear, told him the whole truth. 34 He
said to her, “Daughter, your faith has healed you. Go in
peace and be freed from your suffering.” 35 While Jesus
was still speaking, some people came from the house of
Jairus, the synagogue leader. “Your daughter is dead,” they
said. “Why bother the teacher anymore?”” 36 Overhearing
what they said, Jesus told him, “Don’t be afraid; just
believe.” 37 He did not let anyone follow him except Peter,
James and John the brother of James. 38 When they came
to the home of the synagogue leader, Jesus saw a
commotion, with people crying and wailing loudly. 39 He
went in and said to them, “Why all this commotion and
wailing? The child is not dead but asleep.” 40 But they
laughed at him. After he put them all out, he took the child’s
father and mother and the disciples who were with him, and
went in where the child was. 41 He took her by the hand
and said to her, “Talitha koum!” (which means “Little girl,
| say to you, get up!”). 42 Immediately the girl stood up and
began to walk around (she was twelve years old). At this
they were completely astonished. 43 He gave strict orders
not to let anyone know about this, and told them to give her
something to eat.

Jairus’ journey of faith.

‘Faith’ is one of those non-negotiable items in the Christian
life. You can’t talk about Christianity without talking about
faith.

Ephesians 2:8 says, “For it is by grace you have been
saved, through faith--and this is not from yourselves, it is
the gift of God (NIV).”

We are saved by faith. Both the Old Testament and the New
Testament talk about how “The just shall live by faith.”

El camino de fe de Jairo.

La "fe" es uno de esos elementos no negociables en la vida
cristiana.
No se puede hablar del cristianismo sin hablar de la fe.

Efesios 2: 8 dice: "Porque por gracia ustedes han sido salvados
mediante la fe; esto no procede de ustedes, sino que es el regalo
de Dios (NVI)".

Somos salvos por la fe. Tanto el Antiguo Testamento como el
Nuevo Testamento hablan de como “el justo por la fe vivird”.



Habakkuk 2:4 (NRSV) says “Look at the proud! Their
spirit is not right in them, but the righteous live by their
faith.”

Paul also talks about the armor of the Lord, and he mentions
the shield of faith.

Ephesians 6:16 (NIV) says, “In addition to all this, take up
the shield of faith, with which you can extinguish all the
flaming arrows of the evil one.”

In fact the Bible says that faith is such an important matter
that without faith it is impossible to please God.

Hebrews 11:6 says, “And without faith it is impossible to
please God, because anyone who comes to him must
believe that he exists and that he rewards those who
earnestly seek him.”

In Romans 12:3 it is understood that God has given every
person a measure of faith.

“For by the grace given me | say to every one of you: Do
not think of yourself more highly than you ought, but rather
think of yourself with sober judgment, in accordance with
the faith God has distributed to each of you.”

And once we have faith, God is always improving our faith.
In the ministry of Jesus we see that miracles and all the
things that happened were designed to teach and strengthen
the faith of the disciples.

Faith is potent; faith is powerful. Jesus said if you have
faith the size of a mustard seed, you can move mountains.

God is not talking about size of your faith, but about the
kind of your faith. Our faith has to be willing to trust, to
wait in the Lord .

The seed has to go to the ground surrender to the Lord, and
trust that God will nurture it and it will grow. He is helping
us to strengthen our faith.

Last week we heard the story of the man possessed by
demons.

Jesus has just come from the other side of the sea, where he
met this crazy, demon- possessed man. When Jesus met
him he was naked and cut and bruised, but when Jesus left
he was clothed and in his right mind.

Jesus will meet you where you are but he won’t live you
were he found you.
He will change your condition!

When people touch things that are unclean, the
uncleanliness is transmitted to them. They become
unclean.

But when Jesus touches unclean people, he transforms their
condition. They do not contaminate him; he changes them.

Habacuc 2: 4 (NRSV) dice: He aqui el orgulloso:
en él, su alma no es recta, mas el justo por su fe vivira".

Pablo también habla acerca de la armadura del Sefior, y
menciona el escudo de la fe.

Efesios 6:16 (NVI) dice: "Ademas de todo esto, tomen el escudo
de la fe, con el cual pueden apagar todas las flechas encendidas
del maligno.".

If you have been around church for a while you probably
know these things. God has power and He changes our
lives for the better. Let’s look at how these two things play
out in the text from this morning.

Jairus is a ruler of the synagogue. He is a holy man, one
that believes in God. And he was probably a man
acquainted with problems such as his own. Surely there had
been many from his synagogue over the years that he had
tried to comfort when they faced hard situations or had even
lost loved ones.

Now, sadly, it is his turn. His daughter lay sick in bed. They
had tried everything they knew to do. The doctors had
finally said, “It’s no use, she’s dying.” Any parent that has
ever had a child sick knows what took place then. He may
have questioned God, or even blamed God for his
misfortune. Feelings of anger, confusion, hurt and all
mixed with self-pity.

About 6 years ago, | was leading worship on a Sunday
morning, right here. We had finished the first three songs
and the sermon started. It was then that | got a phone call
from my wife, saying that my son Graham was sick and we
needed to go to the hospital right now. | walked to the
musicians and said my son is sick, | have to go, and | left.
Nothing really mattered at that point, it was the life of my
boy and I was going to do everything to help him.

I remember walking through the parking lot saying aloud,
"Please Lord, please, protect him, please!"

Thanks be to God everything was fine and we were back
home by that night.

Parents, we can relate with the feeling that Jairus had.

He probably wanted to scream and holler but did not know
who to scream or holler at. A feeling of helplessness, and a
desire to do something, but not knowing what to do.

Are you listening to me, do you hear me? I'm asking you
for help and You are silent!

For Jairus, sometime not long before he had heard of a man
that had the power to heal. He had healed a man with a
withered hand. And of course there was a tale about a
demon-possessed man that lived among the tombs, they
said this man had healed him. Whether he is a true prophet
or whether some sort of magician he didn’t know, all he
knew was that his daughter was sick and he needed help.

Fast forward to our text. There are many people around
Jesus and all of a sudden a ruler of the synagogue comes
pushing through the crowd. Jairus was just another body in
the mass of people but he was sure that no one was a
desperate as he was. He would ask Jesus to save his
daughter.

And let’s not skip to the end of the story. We know the
happy ending, but Jairus didn’t. His circumstances were
legitimately hard; this was a matter of death and life. His
daughter was very sick, and there was nothing he could do.
He is probably feeling impotent, useless, he can’t do
anything to make the situation better. No amount of money

Para Jairo, no mucho antes de haber oido hablar de un hombre
que tenia el poder de curar. El habia escuchado que este hombre
habia curado a un hombre con una mano seca. Y, por supuesto,
habia un relato sobre un hombre poseido por un demonio que
vivia entre las tumbas, del cual dijeron que este hombre lo habia
curado.

Saltando a nuestro texto. Hay muchas personas alrededor de
Jesls y, de repente, un gobernante de la sinagoga viene
empujando a través de la multitud.

Jairus is living what Proverbs 22:2 says, “Rich and poor
have this in common: The LORD is the Maker of them all.”
Many people were in the crowd because they wanted to
SEE a miracle, but Jairus, he needed the miracle.

How many times have we thought that we can fix things by
ourselves, that our influence or money, will be enough?
And then we realize we have no power.

When he gets to Jesus, Jairus falls at his feet. He doesn't
ask anything first, he simply falls at his feet.

A good note for us, before you ask him for anything you
have to thank him for everything.

Let’s look at the text again:

22. And behold, one of the rulers of the synagogue came,
Jairus by name. And when he saw Him, he fell at His feet
23. and begged Him earnestly, saying, "My little daughter
lies at the point of death. Come and lay Your hands on her,
that she may be healed, and she will live."

For so many things in our life, we realize that there is
nothing for us to do, except to go to Jesus, to his feet and
ask in prayer, and recognize that he is the only one who has
words of life.

So Jairus went to Jesus.
asked.

Jesus agreed to go to his house. At this point | imagine that
Jairus is exited, thankful, relieved, there is at least a chance.
No, he is convinced that his daughter will be ok. He has
gotten the master/rabbi/healer and they are going to his
house; they will get there in time.

Jairus is guiding Jesus through the crowd, pushing, urgently
trying to make everyone understand that time was of the
essence. Walking, pushing, shouting, MOVE, and looking
back to make sure that Jesus is there. He is moving with
him in direction of his house, but suddenly he turns around
and Jesus is not there. What? Where did he go? Jesus
stopped in mid-stride and he is looking around, something
is happening.

Jairus goes back for Jesus, and gets there in time to hear
him say “Who touched me?”

If I were Jairus, | would be losing my mind. Knowing that
we needed to move quickly, seeing all the people around,
and the jostling (like in the check out of SantaMaria on a
Saturday) and hear Jesus ask that question. He probably
doubted that his decision, and thought he was wrong.

And fell on his knees, and he

When the little
girl was receiving presents and showers of love, the woman
was spending her money in treatments and in pain. When
the girl was laughing and playing, the woman was crying
and hopeless. When the little girl was welcome and
accepted in all the social situations, the woman was rejected
and declared unclean. When the little girl was hugged and
carried, the woman was declared untouchable because
nothing could stop the bleeding. And then she heard about
Jesus.

So when he was walking in the middle of the crowd, she
went for healing, she trusted in her heart that she could be
healed, she had faith in Jesus, and she touched him.

Mark 5:30 At once Jesus realized that power had gone out
from him. He turned around in the crowd and asked, “Who
touched my clothes?”

31 “You see the people crowding against you,” his disciples
answered, “and yet you can ask, ‘Who touched me?’
Perhaps a clearer way of saying it is, “There was a touch
with faith. These other people have gathered and even
touched me out of curiosity. They are like millennials; they
are here to see a show, they are here for their INSTAGRAM
picture, #caminandoconJesus.

THIS was a different kind of touch, I felt power leaving out
of me.”

And there he is standing, searching the crowd, recognizing
faces and hearts. He was looking for faith, and he found it.
